m many of the organizations that receive our
As head of the Finance
Committee these letters find their way to me, and |
felt it was important to pass these many thanks
along to you. We are making a difference in the
lives of others!

Our financial situation is as follows: We are
currently carrying a $10,927 deficit in the general
fund. This does not mean that the church as a
whole is in debt, as restricted funds are greater
than the deficit. But because of the way that our
funds are allocated and spent, restricted funds are
only available for spending within defined
guidelines and are not available for general
operating expenses.

Much of this deficit was carried over from 2005

provide 16% of the budget to benevolence. Giving
was also down during the months of November
and December of 2005 as well as January 2006.

It is important to keep you aware of this
situation and to ask each of you to assess your
giving.

To frame the deficit issue up, if each giving unit
could give a one time additional donation of $50
this deficit can be eliminated.

THE PROBLEM OF SUCCESS

Anita and | returned on February 4 from a trip
to Tanzania during which we spent four days
visiting in Mwanga. We had the opportunity to
spend one of those days visiting schools in the
Jipe and Kwakoa parishes, two of the parishes in
which we are assisting AIDS orphans with their
school costs. We had a chance to talk with some
of the orphans, to take pictures, and to reassess
what we are doing in our joint ministry to the
orphans with the Mwanga Parish. In this report
whenever | use the term "we" in relation to a
decision that "we made" | am referring to a
decision made jointly with our Mwanga partners,
or, more often, decisions that they recommended
and with which we concurred.

Three years ago we began this joint ministry to
AIDS orphans. At that time children in primary
school were required to pay tuition and to wear
uniforms and leather shoes. Many orphans and
those who cared for them could not afford either
tuition or uniforms, so many had to drop out of
school after their parents died. The cost of
tuition, uniform, shoes, and supplies for one child
was about $85 per year. We set a goal of
supporting 150 primary school orphans that first
eQney thaptheyecwere over
300 needing help. We simply did not feel we had
the resources to help them all.

Before we sent our money the Tanzanian
government cancelled tuition for primary school
students, dramatically dropping the cost per
student. We were able to buy uniforms, shoes,
and school supplies for all of the orphans in
primary school who needed them Orphans who
had never been to school or who had dropped out
when their parents died were able to go to school.

There were a few orphans, about 50, who had
passed their exams after standard 7 (7 grade)
and were in secondary school but needed
assistance. We were able to help them stay in
school by assisting them with their tuition,
though we could not pay the total tuition, which
runs about $120-$150 per year. Students with
secondary school education are much more likely
to get jobs than those with only primary school.
We were thus able to keep all of the orphans in
school, both at the primary and secondary levels.



We decided that the cost of high school (the two
years after the four years of secondary school) was
too expensive for us to support, and there were
some other resources available for the few (about 1
in 40) who went on to high school. There were also
some orphans in secondary school that we did not
help because they had other sources of help.

We have been successful in helping to keep the
orphans in primary school so that each year we have
had a larger number who completed standard 7 and
passed their exams to go to secondary school. While
the number of orphans is still increasing every year,
they do not all need new uniforms each year. Some
wear their uniforms more than one year and some
pass them on to younger children. Sometimes
families are able to pay for the uniforms. As a result,
the number of uniforms that we purchase each year
has dropped slightly. But the number we help to pay
secondary school tuition has increased greatly, and
tuition is much more expensive than uniforms.

Students in form 1 (the first year of secondary
school) must not only pay tuition, they must also
have uniforms and all of the supplies necessary to
live away from home, since the students live at the
schools. This year (starting January of 2006, the
start of the school year in Tanzania) we have 52
orphans starting form 1, almost as many as we had
in all four secondary school grades when we began
this ministry three years ago. By contrast, there are
only 17 in form 4 (the last year of secondary school).
Exam results are not yet back to show how many
students will be in forms 2 and 3, but will be close to
forty in each of these grades. We expect to be
supporting 150 orphans in secondary school this
year.

Students who complete form 2 (the second year
of secondary school) are eligible to go to trade
school, even if they don't pass their exams to go on
to form 3. Because of family circumstances some
students choose to go to vocational technical schools
even when they pass their exam. We are presently
supporting 7 students in vocational technical
schools. Four of the orphans that we supported have
completed VTS and are now employed. Five have
completed form 4 but we have no information on
their employment. We are supporting one student
in high school who passed his exams with very high
grades and has the potential of going on to college,
an exception to our usual policy.

This success means that each year the cost of
keeping the orphans in school is more, not less,
than the year before. We face problems in
meeting our church budget and the challenge of
building a new church building. We cannot
afford to support orphans at the expense of
neglecting our pledging to the budget or the new
building; we cannot rob Peter to pay Paul. Our
challenge is to dig deeper in our commitment to
the opportunities that God has laid before us, to
sacrifice some of our wants to meet the needs
beyond us.

When we provide food and clothes for
orphans, we know the clothes will wear out and
the children will be hungry again. But when we
make it possible for them to get an education, we
give a gift that will go with them for the rest of
their lives. Education will open to them doors of
opportunity for supporting themselves and their
families and of having useful and dignified lives.

FROM NAIROBI

Hello All,

It's hard to believe it's been so long since I've
touched base with all of you back in the States.
This will be my fifth month living in Kenya.
Sometimes it seems like its been that long and
other times | feel like | just arrived.

| have been luckily enough to travel to many
different areas around Kenya for my work. Not
so long ago | traveled to Malindi for a leader-
ship seminar led by two American's from Chi-
cago. The best part for me was that | had no
trouble understanding what was going on and
didn't need a translator. The speakers said
many things which all people, not just Kenyans,
need to hear about taking the initiative to
change the social problems.

The last two weeks in January | traveled
with the Kenya Evangelical Lutheran Church's
Women's Department. Our first stop was a mis-
sion region on the border of Kenya and Tanza-
nia called Lungalunga. It is one of the poorest
regions in the country and has been in a
drought for almost seven years.

The way of life was so different from what
you would witness in the U.S. They lived in
mud houses with no plumbing or electricity.
The members of the congregation were from a
variety of different tribes, including the Maasai

For those of you who are unfamiliar with the
Maasai they are one of the many tribes that
practice polygamy. Many of the men had three
or more wives and dozens of children.

The main purpose of the visit was to hold a
workshop on a variety of issues affecting the
people of Lungalunga, including HIV/AIDS,
how to start a small business and women's
rights.

The next stop on our trip was the town of
Taveta. It was also on the border of Tanzania,
but had a great view of Mt. Kilimanjaro. Here
there was a Women's Department meeting and
a workshop given by a German pastor. We left
Taveta on a Sunday, but not before we went to
a three and half hour service!

Back in Nairobi things are going well. | re-
cently moved out of the house | was living in
and into the apartment of an American woman
who works for a safari company in Kenya. |
have been very blessed by having such nice
places to live in these past few months.

This weekend | plan on visiting my first na-
tional park in Kenya . A few other American
volunteers and | are taking a short trip to Lake
Naivasha. | hope to see some hippos and ele-
phants around the lake and get a chance to do
a little hiking.

| hope you all are handling the winter
weather well. Sometimes on the really hot days
| would love to have a snow storm. | guess you
always want what you can't have!
